I was in Austin earlier this week 
for the Texas Association of 
School Administrators' midwin-
ter conference.  In doing so, I 
was able to visit with our Texas 
Senator Robert Nichols and our 
Texas House Member Byron 
Cook.  Additionally, I was able 
to attend several meetings          
specifically geared toward           
current legislative topics.   

The bad news is that "all" of 
our elected officials are saying 
that the 2017-18 A-F Accounta-
bility Rating is not going 
away.  Secondly, there is no 
additional money projected for 
Texas schools over the next 
two years.  And, in spite of the 
fact that Texas public schools 
were strongly represented in 
Austin this week, the Texas 
Senate rolled out its school 
choice (voucher) legislation. If 
there is any good news, it is in 
the fact that "all" Texas legisla-
tors are interested in seeing that 
the Commissioner of Education 
makes significant changes to 
the A-F plan.  And, there is still 
time for us to make our voices 
heard.
