Earlier this week, I attended a 
Texas Association of         
Community Schools Confer-
ence. TACS currently repre-
sents the needs of more than 
700 school districts throughout 
the state. TACS supported the 
school finance lawsuit that 
brought some needed changes 
for school districts and restored 
some funding that had been cut 

in the 2011 legislative session. 
Many topics covered at the 
conference affect               
education including: 
1. A discussion of the pending 
State Board of Education’s Ad 
Hoc Review Committee    
meeting to review CSCOPE 
Social Studies lesson plans. 
(CSCOPE is now known as 
the TEKS Resource System.) 
The state board will be looking 
at the impact of the lesson 
plans on students’ perceptions 
of our state value system. 
2. State District Judge John 
Dietz, who recently ruled in 

favor of additional funding for 
public schools, is sticking by 
his decision and may decide 
not to reopen the case after the 
conclusion of the legislative 
session. 
3. Palestine native, Todd Sta-
ples, has announced his candi-
dacy for Lieutenant Governor 
of Texas. 
Come out tonight to see the 
Palestine Wildcats football 
team play the Kaufman Lions 
at Wildcat Stadium beginning 
at 7:30 pm.
